Intro to Patterns— This course is for sewist wanting to earn a certification or refresh their skills. Discover the world of sewing with
patterns. Course covers pattern selection, measurements & sizing. Learn to use pattern layout, cutting & marking, textile selection,
interfacings and more. Complete a basic top during course. For certification, testing is required at end of course. Phase 1 is prerequisite
for this class or test out. You will create samples for future reference. All materials included. 6-8 wks. Course Fee $150

Serger Basics — This class is for the first time serger machine owner or someone who needs a refresher course. Learn the features &
techniques for sewing. Create a reference book of samples to keep for future reference. Machine maintenance & proper selection of

needles & thread included. 1 session 3 hours. (due to popular demand - we repeat this class each quarterly). Class Fee $45.00
Sewing machine Basics — Learn to use your new machine or refresh your skills. Bring your machine and all of its accessories & tools
Workbook included. 1 session 3 hours ** Free class with any other class registration. Class Fee $25.00
